to judge the living and the dead

I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life,

who proceeds from the Father and the Son,


who with the Father and the Son is adored and glorified,


who has spoken through the prophets.

With firm faith I believe as well 

everything contained in God’s word,

written or handed down in tradition 

and proposed by the church, 

whether in solemn judgment 

or in the ordinary and universal magisterium, 

as divinely revealed and calling for faith.

I also firmly accept and hold everything 

that is definitively proposed by

that same church with regard to teachings 

about faith or morals.

Furthermore, 

I adhere with religious submission of will and intellect 

to the teachings which either the Roman pontiff 

or the college of bishops enunciate 

when they exercise the authoritative magisterium 

even if they proclaim those teachings in an act 

that is not definitive.

Oath of Fidelity 
I,      ,

on assuming the office of pastor 

promise that I shall always preserve communion 

with the Catholic Church whether in the words I speak 

or in the way I act.

With great care and fidelity I shall carry out the responsibilities 

by which I am bound in relation both to the universal church 

and to the particular church 

in which I am called to exercise my service 

according to the requirements of law.

In carrying out my charge, 

which is committed to me in the name of the church, 

I shall preserve the deposit of faith in its entirety, 

hand it on faithfully 

and make it shine forth.
As a result, I shall shun whatever teachings are contrary.

I shall follow and foster the common discipline of the whole church 

and shall look after the observance of all ecclesiastical laws, especially those which are contained 
in the Code of Canon Law.

With Christian obedience 

I shall follow what is expressed by the holy shepherds 

as authoritative doctors and teachers of the faith 

or established by them as the church’s guides.  

And I shall faithfully assist diocesan bishops 

so that apostolic activity, 

which is to be exercised by the mandate 

and in the name of the church, 

is carried out in the communion of the same church.

May God help me in this way and the holy Gospels of God 

which I touch with my hand.
