Talk with the students about God’s presence within them:

• Did you know that God is present with us right now? God is always with us, even though 

we can’t see him. • Have you ever felt alone? Even when you feel alone, you have the best friend in the world 

with you—God. [Ask them to point to their hearts.] God is always present in our hearts, 

loving us.• Close your eyes for a moment. Think of your best friend, and think about why you love 

him or her so much. Now open your eyes: What do you love about this person? Did you 

know that God loves this person even more than you do and that Jesus is present in their 

heart, too? • The image of God is present in every person. God loves each of us with our own unique 

characteristics. Each of us is sacred. Do you know what it means to be sacred? (Sacred 

means holy or filled with God’s presence.) What are some things that we think are 

sacred? (Ask for examples from the class. They might mention holy water, the Mass or 

the Eucharist, etc.) Just like those examples, each of us is sacred because God loves us 

and is present in each of us.Next, put up pieces of paper on the wall that spell S-A-C-R-E-D. Now ask the children to write 

the name of or draw a picture of their best friend in the middle of the paper. Ask the students to 

draw something about that person that they love.
• After the pictures have been drawn, ask the students to put the pictures under the word 

sacred on the wall. Ask for a few students to tell the class what they love about their best 

friend. As students talk about their friends, notice if there are unique/special 

characteristics of friends in the stories they tell. 

• After they are done sharing, talk about all the things that make each of their friends 

unique/special and that God loves each of us because of that uniqueness.

 
 

Kindergarten Activity: We Are All Sacred

Objectives

Students should be able to:

1. Recognize that the image of God is present in 
each of us.

2. Honor the sacredness and uniqueness of each 
person.

3. Demonstrate awareness that racism exists and 
that it is wrong.
