To the Faithful of the Archdiocese of Milwaukee, 

 

You may have heard of the upcoming “Catholics for Trump” rally to be held on March 19, 2020 

at the Wisconsin Center. Thank you to the number of Catholics who have reached out to the 

archdiocese, inquiring about the nature of this rally. In light of this, I would like to make clear 

two very important facts, and I ask that you share this information with your communities.  

 

First, the “Catholics for Trump” rally is an event that is hosted by President Donald Trump. The 

event is not hosted by the Catholic Church nor the Archdiocese of Milwaukee, the local church 

of southeastern Wisconsin. 

 

Second, the Catholic Church and the Archdiocese of Milwaukee are not endorsing the rally and 

are in no way affiliated to or sponsoring this event or campaign locally, statewide, or nationally. 

 

As Catholics, we bring the richness of our faith to the public square.  Catholic citizens are 

encouraged by the Church to participate in public life and contribute to the common good, 

including through the political process of our country.  However, I would like to take this 

opportunity to remind the Faithful that the Catholic Church is not a political organization, nor is 

it politically affiliated. The mission of the Church is religious, not political.  For reasons that are 

both theological and legal, the Church’s involvement in public life does not extend to endorsing 

candidates for election to public office nor calling for their defeat. 

 

The Catholic Church seeks to uphold and protect justice, equality, human rights, and care for 

God’s creation through ethical and moral decision-making. The manner in which Catholics vote 

is entirely guided by a well-formed conscience, a well-informed mind, and a prayerful 

disposition guided by the Holy Spirit.
